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About the architecture

The building was constructed as the main facility of the Okura Institute for the Study of Spiritual Culture on
April 9, 1932. It appears to be a stone-built temple, but is actually a steel-framed, reinforced-concrete structure.
The building was established by businessman OKURA Kunihiko, and was created by NAGANO Uheiji.
Donated by the Okura Institute for the Study of Spiritual Culture to Yokohama City in 1981. It then had some
renovation to be publicly available for citizens, but still retains most of its original features. On October 27,
1984, the facility was reborn and opened as the Okurayama Memorial Hall of the City of Yokohama. The
construction was designated as a tangible cultural property by the City of Yokohama for its centerpiece of
modern architecture in 1991.
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
